Golf “Tip” of the Month by Jeff Porter, PGA Professional

Unless you’re a diehard golfer who I define as someone who will play in anything short of a Nebraska blizzard, you probably haven’t gotten your golfing muscles activated yet.  Here’s a couple of items that I would encourage you to do prior to starting your season:

· Begin exercising—taking a 10-15 minute walk around the block will do wonders for you!

· Stretch and strengthen with particular focus on your lower back

· Your maiden voyage on the course should start with 9 holes 

Additionally, to begin getting your feel for the clubface back in “sync” I strongly recommend a healthy dose of “short game” time.  NOTE:  this part of the game puts a great deal of “pressure” on your lower back—so make sure you’re dong your stretch and strengthening exercise. Here’s   a couple of ideas that will enhance your game and get you started on the right foot. 

· Start on the putting green working from approximately 3 ft to 10 ft from the hole.  Make sure your eyes are directly over the ball and as important—make sure you’re “centered” over the ball.  This is a “theme” we’ll carry all the way through to the full swing.

· Next, move back to the “fringe” or light rough and begin chipping balls with a 9iron—and as you do this make sure that: (1) your eyes are directly over the ball (2) your weight is centered (3) Your standing very close to the ball because your hands are next the shaft (4) Your making a putting stroke with the 9iron to approximately a height between your knee and your hip—ball  should go about 10-15 yards in the air  and your using a NOT using your hands—creating a triangle with your arms and chest.

Finally, last month we talked about the “full swing” and having your head-up.  The putting and chipping stroke are the only (2) times in which you want your head down and your eyes parallel to the ground.  This is due to the fact that (1) you’re not trying to create momentum/power and (2) the refinement of the stroke is driven by direction and not distance—having your eyes directly over the ball assists you in this process!

The Rules of Golf

“The Teeing Ground”

For those of you who have taken the time to glance through a Rules of Golf book, you may have noticed that there is a section at the beginning that contains over 60 definitions of key terms that are used throughout the book.  If you ever want to try to master the Rules of Golf, this would be a good place to start.  

A lot of valuable information is contained in these definitions and the understanding of them is essential to the correct application of the Rules.  The writers of the Rules have made things easy for us by italicizing any term throughout the Rules of Golf that is contained in this Definitions section.  So if you run across a word (or words) that is italicized, you automatically know that you can find the definition in the front of the book.

A good example of a definition that really helps you understand a particular Rule is that of the term “teeing ground.”  The definition of “teeing ground” starts out quite simply by stating that it is “the starting place for the hole to be played.”  If only things were that simple, right?!  The book goes on to clarify that “it is a rectangular area two club-lengths in depth, the front and sides of which are defined by the outside limits of the two tee-markers” and that “a ball is outside the teeing ground when all of it lies outside the teeing ground.”   Although that is probably more information than you actually care to know about the teeing ground, it does provide a good basis from which to work when dealing with situations that are specific to this area of the course.

Now that we know how big the dimensions of a “teeing ground” actually are…what happens if you hit your tee shot from outside this area or from a wrong teeing ground (i.e.  from another set of tee markers)?  The answer differs depending on whether you are playing match play or stroke play.


If you are in a match and you fail to play from inside the teeing ground, there is no penalty.  HOWEVER, your opponent may immediately require you to cancel the stroke and play a ball from within the teeing ground.

If you are playing in a stroke play tournament and you fail to play from inside the teeing ground, you would incur a penalty of two strokes and you must correct your mistake and play another ball from within the teeing ground.  If you don’t correct your mistake before teeing off on the next hole, you will be disqualified!

One further point of explanation regarding the above stroke play situation is that the stroke played from outside the teeing ground and any subsequent strokes you made on the hole prior to correcting your mistake do not count in your score.  For instance, let’s say you play from Blue tee markers (instead of the White tee markers from which you are supposed to be playing) and then proceed to hit the ball twelve more times to reach the green.  Then someone in the gallery informs you that you played from the wrong set of markers back on the tee.  The bad news is that you will incur a two-stroke penalty for playing from the wrong set of tees.  However, the good news is that you will only be hitting “3” when you go back and correct your mistake.  Hopefully, this turns out to be a good deal for you and it won’t take you twelve more shots to reach the green this time! 

A “View” From The Rough by Aaron Walding, Superintendent
