Golf Tip of the Month by Jeff Porter, PGA Professional

What’s interesting about teaching golf and the desire of most players to score better does not always translate into being efficient with their practice time. WHY?  Most of us, including myself, probably expend too much time on the driving range and NOT enough time working on the short game.  The best example I can give you is this: On a Par 4 the “gurus of golf allocate (2) strokes to get to the green and (2) strokes on the green.  Unfortunately, most of us don’t hit that many greens in regulations so we have the opportunity to do a great deal of chipping. Here’s a couple of ideas that  might help you:

· Keep the ball as close to the ground as possible—do you have more control with your putter or your driver?

· If you’re not going to hit the green in regulation—work to place the ball for the easiest possible chip or approach to the pin.

· You can always become more aggressive with an uphill putt vs. a downhill putt.

· Weight forward, ball position back to keep the ball low to

· the ground on your “chip and runs”.
