Golf Tip of the Month by Jeff Porter, PGA Professional

One of the great things about the game of golf  is that you  NOT only compete against the golf course, your opponent and yourself—all at once!

Unfortunately,  a great number of us—including myself, sometimes continue to make the same mistake over and over and over again.  Here’s a little exercise that I would like you to try.

First, your ball flight doesn’t lie. IF, you’re hitting the ball (high right) consistently with your driver   and other clubs—try hitting the ball (low left).  This is the opposite of your “normal” ball flight.  The drill listed below is designed to correct this error!

Place BOTH thumbs on the right side of the grip/shaft.  Take a couple of practice swings—you’re going to feel an immediate difference.    This is done to change the position of the clubface at impact.  NOTE:  When the ball goes “high right”—the clubface is OPEN.   With   this grip change—your ball flight should be a great deal lower and the flight of  the ball should be more straight—IF, you begin to hit shots that are very low and going right to left—YOU can now begin to modify your (2) thumb grip!

“Bunkers”

First off, let’s clarify that the correct terminology for one of those dreaded holes in the ground that are filled with sand is “bunker” – not “sand trap.”  It’s not like you are going to get hauled off to jail if you say “sand trap” – we just want everyone to know the proper term.  Nowhere in the Rules of Golf will you find the words “sand trap.”

Now that we have that cleared up, let’s take a look at some of the dos and don’ts when it comes to bunkers and the Rules of Golf.

1. A player is prohibited from testing the condition of the bunker before making his stroke.  This means he is not allowed to touch the ground with his hand or a club, nor can he touch the sand when taking his backswing. 

2. One exception to the rule…a player is allowed to touch the ground if:

a. it is a result of (or to prevent) falling

b. it occurs during the removal of an obstruction (i.e. a rake),  and

c. it occurs in the process of measuring or if it occurs while retrieving a ball.  

Something that a lot of people don’t realize is that a player is also allowed to place his clubs or a rake in a hazard before playing his stroke. The important distinction here is that placing a rake in the bunker does not constitute "testing" the condition of the bunker.

3. When the ball is in a bunker, loose impediments lying in or touching the bunker may not be moved.  This includes stones, even though you may have observed tour players removing stones from bunkers.  This is only allowed when there is a special local rule in place.


4. After making a stroke the player or his caddie may rake the sand, even if the ball is still in the hazard, provided that nothing is done to improve the lie of the ball or assist the player in his subsequent play of the hole.  However, if a player plays a stroke from a bunker and fails to get the ball out and swings his club into the sand in disgust, he is in breach of the rule and will incur a penalty of two strokes even though he might not have affected his new lie.

5. Movable obstructions such as plastic bags, rakes, drink cans, etc. may be removed from a bunker without penalty. 

6. If a ball is declared unplayable in a bunker (maybe because of a buried lie) and the player decides to take the two club-length option, he must drop within the bunker.  This also applies if he elects to keep the ball between himself and the hole and drop on the extension of that line.  However, if he uses the stroke and distance option, he can drop outside the bunker.  In all of the above instances, there will be a one-stroke penalty for taking relief from the unplayable lie. 

7. “Building a stance” is not allowed.  If you are up against the face of a bunker, you cannot create a ledge so you have a level stance.  However, there is nothing that prevents you from wiggling one of your feet deeper in the sand while taking your stance to help with your uneven lie.  

8. There is no penalty for playing a wrong ball out of a hazard (this includes a water hazard or bunker).  However, once you get that ball out of the bunker, you may not play another stroke at the ball and must return to the bunker and continue play with your original ball.
