Skins

As always $5.00 gross and/or $5.00 net skin buy-in.  Net skins handicaps are reduced to 18 strokes maximum.  (Full handicap applies to tournament proper.)

Blue Tee / White Tee Option

Anyone 60 years or older or with a 28 handicap or higher may play from the white tees if they wish.  It is not mandatory.  We will issue a little leeway today but in the future you must let us know when you sign up which tees you will be playing.  If you think you would permanently like to play the whites or blues, also let us know and we will make a note of your request and post a list of players who permanently play which tees.  If you do not let us know we will assume you are playing the blue tees.

Today also begins our effort to curb our serious slow play problem.

Your actual starting time will be noted by the pro-shop on our tee sheet.

There is now a time clock located on a chair under the big TV.  At the turn, slide your scorecard into the clock per the directions posted at the time clock.  At the conclusion of the round repeat the process.

Any group that clocks in more than 15 behind the group ahead of them at the turn will be assessed a 1 stroke penalty.

At the end of 18 holes any group that clocks in more than 15 behind the group ahead of them will be assessed an additional 1 stroke penalty.

If the group is penalized at the turn but gets back into position their penalty will be revoked.

Those who, over time, consistently prove to be slow players will only be given the latest tee times.

The first group of the day must maintain a time of 2 hours & 15 minutes or better per nine to avoid penalty strokes.  That time will be the reference basis for all penalties.
