UNIQUE TOURNAMENT

professional section; however the main competition will be the team's events. Each team will be made up 
with one professional and three amateurs. The event is open to men and women professionals and 
amateurs. Your team will play together for all 4 rounds. The Teams net competitin is, the 2 best net scores 
on each hole counting. The Team's gross competition is the 2 best gross scores counting on each hole. The 
professional's scores can count at any time.

There will also be an individual, daily and overall 
Stableford competition for all amateurs.
