
Since its inception the fund has contributed thirty scholarships to 

deserving turfgrass students.  As a benefit to our members the 

Board established an annual Legacy Scholarship in 2003 and six 

scholarships have been presented to the children of members since 

that time. The Donnie Arthur Mutual Fund was created in order to 

endow our scholarship program for the future and ensure that mon-

ies would be available for turfgrass research.  The Association sup-

ports turfgrass research through the Alabama Turfgrass Research 

Foundation, and has contributed $30,546.00 to date since its incep-

tion.  Additionally, the Association has supported GCSAAôs 

Golden Tee and Environmental Stewardship programs, in excess of 

$14,000.  In 2001 the Association Board decided that they would 

expand their outreach to include cancer research.  Since October of 

2001 the Association has contributed $16,371 to The American 

Cancer Society. In 2005 the Tournament provided $21,154.21  to 

GCSAAôs Disaster Relief fund and in the past four years $32,000 to 

The Childrenôs Hospital pediatric cancer research fund.
