“Maximizing Disease Control with  

Modern Turfgrass Fungicides” 
 

Due to environmental and human health concerns, 

certain broad-spectrum, contact fungicides are 

being removed from the turfgrass market or 

restricted in their use. These fungicides are 

being replaced with a new generation of products 

that are safe, highly effective, and offer extended 

periods of residual control.  These new 

fungicides, however, are expensive, narrow-

spectrum, and highly prone to fungicide resistance.  
 

This seminar will provide golf course 

superintendents with the ability to develop 

effective and efficient fungicide programs in the 

modern era. Basic principles of fungicide 

selection, timing and application will be briefly 

reviewed. Emphasis will be placed on advanced 

topics including properties of new fungicide 

classes, efficacy of microbial products, weather-

based timing of fungicide applications, control of 

emerging disease problems, and fungicide 

resistance management. Case studies and open 

discussions will be used to encourage synthesis 

and application of important principles.
