By
participating in the tournaments scheduled for juniors in each district, we hope to further
develop a sense of responsibility, integrity, and leadership in young golfers.

The IGA Juniors is divided into four districts: District 1 (Western Idaho), District 2 (Central
Idaho), District 3 (Eastern Idaho), and District 4 (Northern Idaho, Eastern Washington).
Weekly tournaments are scheduled in each district, and a state championship will be held in
August.

Membership benefits of the Idaho Golf Association Juniors include: friendships, memories,
rules education opportunities, establish a handicap at a reduced rate, opportunity to play
different golf courses, scholarship exposure, and more.

RULES, POLICIES, AND PROCEDURES

MEMBERSHIP APPLICATION

*2010 Membership Applications will be accepted April 1, 2010
through May 1, 2010*

NO EXCEPTIONS.

MEMBERSHIP FEES

Annual Membership Fee: $40 per junior golfer for 2010.
Membership entitles the junior to play in all weekly qualifiers for a minimum fee.
Membership includes: IGA Juniors Member Bag Tag, Rule Book

WEEKLY TOURNAMENTS

To enter weekly IGA Juniors tournaments in each district, the 2010 District Qualifying Registration form must be
completely filled out and returned to the IGA Office with the 2010 Membership Application by May 1, 2010.

»= 3 Hole Players - $5.00 per event
5 Hole Players - $5.00 per event
9 Hole Players - $7.00 per event
18 Hole Players - $10.00 per event
2-Day 36 Hole Events - $30.00 per event

PROGRAM STRUCTURE

In order to give IGA members the opportunity to play a wide variety of golf facilities and offer a more competitive
program, the state is divided into four districts: District I — Western (Boise Area); District II — Central (Twin
Falls, Burley Area); District III — Eastern (Pocatello, Idaho Falls Area); District IV — (Northern Idaho, Eastern
Washington.)

Juniors must play in the District in which they reside. No out-of-district play will be allowed with the exception of
statewide qualifiers (i.e. Junior World, USGA Qualifiers, 2-Day 36 Hole Events, etc.)



= Must play in at least four (4) IGA Juniors sanctioned tournaments

STATE CHAMPIONSHIP SELECTION

» Four (4) IGA Juniors weekly qualifiers (including 2-day events which count for 2), or

= Two (2) IGA Juniors weekly qualifiers along with two (2) from the other statewide tournaments listed in
the IGA Juniors Tournament Brochure that are held in Idaho.

= IMPORTANT: Scores will be submitted for juniors who play in tournaments listed as Statewide and
Regional. Please note not all tournaments listed as Statewide and Regional will be counted towards state

rankings. July 22 will be the cut off deadline for scores submitted for state rankings.

= Rankings

» The best three (3) differentials will be used to calculate a junior's ranking with all players statewide in

each age group. This ranking will be used to select players for the State Championship.

» Tournament (weekly & state) scores will be adjusted to the course rating of the golf course on which the

round was played.

» For 18 Hole Players the formula is as follows: actual score, subtract course rating, times by
113, divide by the slope rating, = "differential"

*= For 9 Hole Players the formula is as follows: actual score, subtract the 9 hole course rating,
times by 113, divide by the slope = “ differential”

»  Statewide rankings will appear on the website (www.idahogolfassn.org) beginning July 5t.

A junior golfer's age group or division shall be determined by the junior's age as of August 15, 2010.

A junior will be allowed to play in IGA Juniors events the summer following their high school senior year
regardless of age. Please Note: This applies only for IGA Juniors events. Age restrictions for USGA and other
National events still apply (i.e. A junior must not turn 18 before or during the time the event takes place).

The junior must play within his/her respective age group. Juniors may request, in writing, to move up an age
group in the following cases, provided they have demonstrated the skills, maturity, and knowledge to move up a
division: (1) Boys Age 8, Girls Age 9 may move to 9 hole competitive division, (2) Boys Age 12, Girls Age 13 may
move up to 18 hole competitive division. Juniors must make the declaration to move up when completing the
membership and tournament applications. Once the declaration has been approved, the junior must remain in

that division for the year.

NOTE: For the 5-7, 8 boys and 8-9 girls division, parents will be allowed to follow players and encourage the
development of skills & knowledge of rules and etiquette. Each participant will receive a weekly award. Players in
these divisions are not eligible to participate in the State Championship.

SCORE LIMITS

Score limits for each group are as follows:

9 year old boys 85 16 year old boys 110
10 year old boys 80 17 & Up Boys 105
11 year old boys 75

12 year old boys 70 10 & 11 year old girls 85
13 year old boys 125 12 & 13 year old girls 80
14 year old boys 120 14 & 15 year old girls 125
15 year old boys 115 16 & Up girls 120

If the score limit is exceeded two times consecutively, we will look at the scores and the
improvement of each player and decide if they will be able to continue in the program or not. If
they are not allowed to play in any more events for the remainder of the season, any entry fees for
subsequent events will be refunded.

PARENT VOLUNTEER REQUIREMENT

PARENTS OR GUARDIANS ARE REQUIRED TO STAY WITH THEIR 3 & 5 HOLERS
AT ALL TIMES.

SCOREKEEPERS WILL BE USED FOR ALL 9 HOLE EVENTS.

SCOREKEEPERS WILL BE USED FOR 13 YEAR OLD BOYS AND 14 YEAR OLD
GIRLS.

There will be a no tolerance policy for cheating. Anyone found cheating will be disqualified
and could be suspended for the remainder of the season.

For 9 Hole players only: In order to register your child as a member of the IGA Juniors, you
must volunteer to scorekeep or serve in some other official capacity a minimum of 2 times. If
you cannot personally fulfill this requirement, you must supply another adult (grandparent, aunt,
uncle, neighbor) to take your place. Failure to keep this commitment may result in you child’s
membership being suspended or ineligibility to compete in state championship if qualified.
Scorekeepers are asked to walk with their group. If a cart is needed because of a medical or
age restriction, expect to pay the normal cart use fee to the golf course.

Parent scorekeeping forms must be completed and accompany membership and tournament
registration forms.

CANCELLATION & “NO SHOW” POLICY

Cancellations must be called into the IGA Juniors Office at (208) 285-7911 by 5:00 pm two
days prior to the date of a scheduled tournament. (i.e. if the tournament is to be held on a
Monday, junior must cancel by 5:00 pm Saturday.) DO NOT call the golf course to cancel!

No refunds will be given for cancellations or “no shows”.
